· length: 10-12 pages

· format: MS Word

· font: Time New Roman

· type and size: the contribution heading 16 pt in bold
name of author 14 pt

section heading 12 pt bold

subsection heading 12 pt in italics
normal text 12pt

heading for table, graph, scheme, appendixes etc 12 pt in italics and in bold

footnotes, source for tables, graphs, schemes etc, notes 10 pt

· paragraph: first line is not indented from the margin, space between paragraphs is 6pt

· highlights: in italics
· page numbers: it is advisable not to number pages of a contribution

· footnotes: at the bottom of the page, separated from the text by a line, numbered from 1 to x for all the contribution, footnote number in the text and at the beginning of the footnote 8 pt 

· source references in the text: (name, year:page) or name (year:page)

· bibliography: at the end of the contribution, name of author is followed by year and title. In case of journals: journal name, volume, number and pages are required. In case of books: publisher and place of publisher are needed. In case of chapters or proceedings: editor’s name, volume, publisher, place of publisher and pages are necessary.

· tables, schemes, graphs etc (appendixes): it is advisable to insert these as graphic objects, they should be numbered from 1 to x
